BENEFICIARY DESIGNATION GIFT

TO THE

DALLAS VOLUNTEER ATTORNEY PROGRAM (DVAP)

ESTATE GIFT

If you would like to continue supporting the Dallas Volunteer Attorney Program (pro bono services) upon you death, please ask your estate planning attorney to include the following language in your Last Will and Testament:

“I hereby give, devise, and bequeath $___________________ (or ________% of my residual estate) in cash to the Dallas Bar Association Community Service Fund, taxpayer identification number __________________________,  for the benefit of the Dallas Volunteer Attorney Program.”

BENEFICIARY DESIGNATION GIFT

The simplest way to leave the balance of a retirement account and/or life insurance policy to the Dallas Volunteer Attorney Program after your lifetime is to name the “Dallas Bar Association Community Service Fund” as the beneficiary of the account.  You must complete the beneficiary designation form provided by your plan administrator. Never make a beneficiary change, however, before discussing your wishes with your professional adviser.  This is a revocable designation, which can be changed at any time.

Please note: When the Dallas Bar Association Community Service Fund or another other charitable organization is named as the beneficiary of an IRA or other pension asset, at the death of the IRA or pension plan participant, both income taxes and estate taxes are avoided, and the full amount of the remaining assets is distributed to the designated organization(s) for the purpose you designate.  

DVAP LEGAL SOCIETY

Once you have amended your Last Will and Testament with the assistance of your attorney and/or have completed the necessary paperwork with your plan administrator to leave a beneficiary designation, please complete and mail the Estate Gift Intention Letter and Deferred Gift Form to inform us of your plans and qualify for membership in the DVAP Legal Society – a special organization created to recognize people who have included the Dallas Bar Association Community Service Fund in their estate plans, whether by naming the CSF as the beneficiary in a will, insurance policy, or retirement plan, or by establishing a charitable gift annuity or remainder trust that pays them back money during their lifetimes.  You will receive a DVAP Legal Society lapel pin, an invitation to all DVAP events and other special events.
